As the Director of the Keyport Senior Center, | have had the privilege
of working in the former East Keyport School Building for the past
fourteen years. | have always found this building to be warm,
comfortable, and inviting. Similar sentiments are often offered by
visitors to the building.

Although the buil ding is now known as the Keyport Senior Center,
the spirit of the East Keyport School survives. The property the
current building is on was once the home of the Pastime Leisure

Club, which was a place for engaging in leisure and social activities.
For a number of years the leisure club and the school shared the
property. Later the property was sold to the Keyport Board of
Education and the East Keyport School was erected in 1909. The
school continued to operate until 1982.

In 1992 the Keyport Senior Ce nter opened in the old school building.
It is interesting to note how this building has come full circle. Once
the site of a leisure club and then a school, this building is now,

today, a center that offers both educational programs and leisure
activitie s.

This building means so much to so many - to the many children who

increased by $25.00.

In 1904 tuition increased to $22.00 per pupil.
