Happy New Year! 
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The Dream   by Gail Paris 

On the Centerôs recent visit to the Princeton Art Museum, we saw photos from the early 1960s, photos depict-
ing the     turbulent struggles of that time, especially regarding civil rights. One picture showed the Great March 
for Freedom and Jobs of 1963. Memories, impressionsðI had been there---I heard Martin Luther Kingôs 
speech as he delivered it that day.  
 
Last year, our Centerôs Black History Month celebration was very moving. But what personally stirred me most 
was the recitation of Kingôs speech by current members. As they spoke, it was as if I were hearing Dr. King 
again, as if, in my mind and heart, the sound of his voice came shining through. 
 
So I wanted to share a few of those memories and impressions of the Great March as a new Black History 
Month       approaches. But could these memories be accurate after 56 years? Iôll give it a try. 
 
August 28th dawned bright, hot and clear. There was something hopeful in the airðwas it only in my imagina-
tion? There was a hint of expectancy. Maybe it was the spirit of all the people coming from so many places. 
 
Downtown, I met my friend at the starting point on Constitution Avenue. There was disorganization at first but 
someone in charge gave a signal and suddenly we were on the move. Walking to the Lincoln Memorial, we 
were close to the front but we could sense the force of thousands of people marching behind us carrying signs 
demanding freedom and jobs. We gained energy and purpose as we walkedéand walked and walked. People 
were singing ñWe Shall Overcomeò and other songs of protest. 
 
We arrived at the Memorial only to find ourselves caught in a feverish mush of young girls screaming                         
SammySammySammy. Sammy Davis Jr. had briefly appeared on his way to the bleachers. Then we were sort 
of       involuntarily popped out of the melee, landing on the grassy area at the side of the Memorial. Because of 
the hordes of people still approaching, we had to stay there, a little disappointed that we could only hear the 
speakers, not see them. But then, the real heroes among the marchers had no place to sit and they stood the 
whole day long by the reflecting pool.  
 
Throughout the morning and afternoon there were many speakers: Black leaders, clergy, labor officials. These       
speeches were all pithy, some galvanizing, some tart and sarcastic, all interesting, all advancing the cause of 
civil rights, justice, and fair labor practices. There were entertainers too. Joan Baez sang. So did Peter Paul 
and Mary among           others. There were breezes to mitigate the heat. Among 200,000 people, there were 
no upsets, no conflicts. Civility reigned, putting to rest predictions of violence that some (who had stayed home 
of course) had warned of. 
 
Eventually, it was time for the final speaker: Dr.Martin Luther King, Jr. with words that set us all spinning. His 
speech is now legend. He had a dream and he gave that dream to all of us, those at the March and those who 
were to come.   
 
May his dream never die.
